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The Mandate for Restructuring 

the GIS Policy and Procedures 

Manual was to revise the 

structure and layout.  

 

This is a ñwork in progressò and 

should be completed in the 

Fall.  

 

The Mandate for Strengthening 

the GIS Program in 

Saskatchewan, Manitoba and 

Quebec Chapters is to assist 

those Chapters in developing 

and implementing a strategy to 

strengthen the GIS Program by 

matching funds committed by 

those Chapters.   

The 2-year initiative shares 50% 

of the costs of each of the 

Saskatchewan Manitoba and Quebec Chaptersô promotion of the GIS Program to a  

maximum of $5000 per Chapter each year.  

Promotional Programs include: 

-Hosting information booths at 

tradeshows and Associate 

Membersô open houses that 

target the Design Community,  

- Trade Magazine 

Advertisements,  

- Hiring a Sales Representative 

- Informational Print 

- Lunch and Learns 

 

With face to face contact with designers and architects in Saskatchewan alone, their GIS 

project portfolio increased over 300% with 7 projects, the largest being $1.6 million.  

 

 

The On-Line Database Mandate 

is to maintain and enhance 

online software recording of all 

GIS information that is updated 

by all Chapters.  
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The Mandate for Committee 

Meetings and Administration is 

to provide a forum for GIS 

representatives to develop 

policies and procedures, and 

keep documentation up to date; 

and to resolve technical 

questions from Inspectors and 

Committee requests.  

 

The only face-to-face GIS Committee meeting was held in Winnipeg in January and made 

great connections with members of the Manitoba Chapter at a dinner meeting on January 

28.  Before dinner, there was a round table discussion centering on the GIS Program and 

its benefit to manufacturer members and value to the design community.  All other 

meetings were held via ñGo-To-Meetingò.

The second Mandate was to 

participate in the Joint Standards 

Committeeôs review of 

submissions for corrections to the 

AWS 2nd Edition.

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The National Research Council, 

who earlier this year became 

responsible to the National 

Masters Specifications, have yet 

to consider the Manual 

Committeeôs recommendations 

made last year for Section 06 40

This Spring, the Manual Committee also provided a recommendation to be applied to:  

06 10 00 (Rough Carpentry); 

06 20 00 (Finish Carpentry),  

06 47 00 (Plastic Laminate 

Finishing); and 

08 14 16 (Flush Wood Doors).  

 

 

 

At the beginning of March, work 

of the Joint Standards Committee 

on Architectural Woodwork 

Standards, Edition 2 ended.  

 

At that time, with a new 

agreement in place to collaborate 

with the Woodwork Institute, 

work began in earnest to create North American Architectural Woodwork 

Standards 3.0.
